Booth Rental Fees
Booths located at the end of an isle are considered corner booth.    $50 must be added to the rental price for these booths.    An example is booth 227.
If you are selecting two booths located at the end of an isle (side-to-side) this is considered an END CAP.  End caps add considerable amount of space and will be charged as two corners.   $100 must be added to the rental price.  An example of an end cap is 425/524.
Standard booths are those located within an isle.
Premium booths (marked with a “P” on the layout) are those booths located just inside of one of the two entrances.   The rental fee for a premium booth  is $225.
Examples using the for profit rates:
XYZ company wants to rent booths 425 and 524.    The rental fees are:
